A great start to 2009/10!

Samples of China’s rich fossil resources are now available for 
student and teacher study in the science department at SAS, 
Puxi Campus High School, aft er donation of a collection by 

the Nanjing Institute of Geology and Paleontology. 
Th e fossil collection was assembled by Prof. Shuzhong Shen, Di-

rector of the State Key Laboratory of Paleobiology and Stratigraphy, 
and represents important fi nds in many diff erent regions of China.

I had the privilege of working with Dr. Shen on this project, so 
I konw that this is the fi rst chance that our students have had to get 
their hands on such a wide range of real fossils. Th ese specimens com-
plement our biology curriculums and standards in several diff erent 
courses.

Th e Nanjing Institute of Geology and Paleontology is one of three 
major state academic institutions doing important research work on 
paleontology and evolution. In the past 50 years, many fossils that 
are revolutionizing paleobiology and evolution have been discovered 
in China. Visiting the institute’s museum in Nanjing is like visiting

the Louve – something famous is around every corner. For example, 
many key fossils which established that birds are the descendants of 
dinosaurs — a relatively recent research development — were found 
in the Lijian area of China.

 Fossils in the collection range in ages from just a few million 
years, to over a billion years old. SAS students will be able to study 
fossils of plants the dinosaurs ate, clams that lived at huge ocean 
depths, the very earliest mammals, and strange creatures from the 
time when all life was restricted to the sea. Th ey were collected from 
diverse locations around China — as close to Shanghai as two hours’ 
drive, to the distant sands of the Gobi desert and the green moun-
tains of Sichuan. Th eir names, dates, sites and other data documents 
are all written in Mandarin, and are being translated to English by 
high school lab technicians.
