The Eagle Shop

Secondary School Admission Test  (SSAT) Benchmark Testing at 
SAS Th e Offi  ce of Admission has begun to implement the Sec-
ondary School Admission Test (SSAT) for students applying for 

Middle and High School. In order to help us compare applicants with 
our enrolled students, in January of 2009, we tested all Grade 6 and 
Grade 9 students on both campuses to help us determine our bench-
mark scores.  Benchmark testing not only helps us with our admission 
process, but also gives our current students exposure and practice in 
standardized testing, as the SSAT, is closely tied to the SAT, TOEFL 
and other such exams they will encounter in the near future. 

Th e results were separated by campus and by ESOL versus non 
ESOL students. Based on the data, the following observations were 
made:

“SSAT scores for students enrolled at Shanghai American School's 
Puxi and Pudong campuses are virtually identical,” says Aimee Gruber, 
SSATB's Director of Outreach. “Th is is a positive refl ection of profes-
sional admission practices adhered to by this dedicated staff .”

Th e Upper Quartile (the 25% of students with the highest scores) 
earned particularly strong scores.  Sixth-graders scored in the 92 percen-
tile for girls and 89 percentile for boys.  Ninth-graders scored in the 93 
percentile for girls and 83 percentile for boys.   

Overall, SAS’s SSAT scores are higher than average and academical-
ly competitive with some of the top private schools in the United States.
Our goal in the Offi  ce of Admission is to integrate the SSAT as our 
preferred admission test. Having a common admission test gives us a 
baseline comparison for all applicants who are coming from diverse 
educational backgrounds. In addition, the SSAT is off ered worldwide 
and thus all of our applicants have the opportunity to sit for the exam 
from wherever they are currently located. 

In order to help facilitate the SSAT in China, SAS is now a regis-
tered test site and will off er the SSAT fi ve times a year.    

Note that we are unable to give individual student score reports.  
SSAT agreed to waive the benchmark testing fee, in exchange that the 
confi dential data is used for internal assessment and admission purposes 
only. 

If you or your friends have children who are interested in applying 
to SAS Middle or High Schools, please be sure to register for the SSAT 
at their Web site: www.ssat.org as soon as possible as seats are already 
fi lling up for this year’s examinations.  Students applying for the second 
semester of the 2009-2010 school year should register for the Novem-
ber and December 2009 exam.  Students interested in applying for the 
2010-2011 school year should register for the January, March or April 
2010 exam.
